Disembarkation: The morning of August 16, 2023, in Kangerlussuaq, Greenland. 

Charter Flight: August 16, 2023, from Kangerlussuaq, Greenland (SFJ) to Toronto, Ontario (YYZ). Mid-day arrival.
