
 
 

PRE-VOYAGE INFORMATION: REYKJAVIK, ICELAND 

Arrival: Guests will need to be in Reykjavík for our afternoon embarkation on July 13, 2023. We highly recommend 

arriving in Reykjavík the day before, on July 12, 2023, to mitigate any delays. As always, it is best practice to book fully 

flexible and refundable flight tickets in case of any unforeseen changes to your travel plans.  

Welcome Desk & Embarkation: On July 13, 2023, an Adventure Canada Welcome Desk will be available between 

10:00-14:00 GMT at the Old Harbour in Reykjavík where the Ocean Endeavour will be docked. Throughout this time, 

please ensure you stop by to check in and receive your name tag and baggage tags. You may also leave your luggage 

at the desk with Adventure Canada staff until embarkation time. To minimize wait times, we kindly ask that you plan 

to drop in throughout the allocated time that the Welcome Desk is available.  

Please note, the Welcome Desk location and boarding time will be provided in your final package approximately one 

month prior to departure. Once all on board the Ocean Endeavour we will have our guest orientation and begin our 

Iceland to Greenland: In the Wake of the Vikings adventure!

Charter Flight: July 25, 2023, from Kangerlussuaq, Greenland (SFJ) to Toronto, Ontario (YYZ). Mid-morning arrival.
