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When I grasp the urgency of the gospel mission I look for God to do the impossible (9:32-35), I go 
wherever he leads me (9:36-39a), I remain humble before him (9:39b-40a), I depend wholly on God 
(9:40b-43), and I proclaim Jesus and nothing else (9:34b)
