GROUP DISCUSSION

How can we guard ourselves 

against this distraction and stay focused on living faithfully today? 

4. Jesus instructed his disciples to be awake and ready to receive the Master of the 

house. How are we using the gifts God has assigned us to advance his Kingdom 

by 1) engaging in the mission, and 2) building up the body of Christ?
