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FORT WAYNE,

INDIANA (FWA)

Fort Wayne is located at the junction of the St.
Marys, St. Joseph, and Maumee Rivers in
northeastern Indiana. The surrounding area is
generally level south and east of the city.
Southwest and west, the terrain is somewhat
rolling, while to the northwest and a few miles
north from the city, it becomes quite hilly. The
highest point in the general area is about 40
miles due north of Fort Wayne, near Angola,
Indiana. At this point, the elevation rises to
1,060 feet above sea level.

The climate is representative of northeastern
Indiana and is influenced to some extent by the
Great Lakes. It does not differ greatly from the
climates of other midwestern cities of the same
general latitude. Temperature differences between
daily highs and lows are invigorating and average
about 20 degrees. The average occurrence of the
last freeze in the spring is late April, and the

first freeze in the fall is mid—October, making

the average freeze—free period 173 days. The
length of the growing season is favorable for
the maturing of all crops and vegetables normally
grown in the midwest.

Annual precipitation is well distributed, with
somewhat larger monthly amounts falling in late
spring and early summer. Damaging hailstorms
occur at an average of about twice a year. One of
the most notable storms caused severe damage to
property, many thousands of trees, and power and
telephone lines in the area. Severe flooding has
also occurred in the area. Snow usually covers the
ground for about 30 days during the winter months,
but heavy snowstorms are not frequent.

Except for the considerable cloudiness that occurs
during the winter months, Fort Wayne enjoys a good
midwestern average sunshine. Heavy fog occurrence
is infrequent.
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
