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WINNEMUCCA,

NEVADA (WMC)

Winnemucca lies at an elevation about 4300 feet
above sea level and is effectively cut off by the
Sierra Nevada Mountains from the moisture source
of the Pacific Ocean. Winnemucca has a climate
marked by warm days, cool nights, and light
precipitation. Sixty—six percent of the annual
rainfall occurs as rain and snow between December
and May. The winter snow pack in the surrounding
mountains is generally sufficient for essential
summertime irrigation. Reservoirs along the
streams hold surplus water for less favorable
years. As a result of the characteristic dryness

of the climate, the neighboring valleys and hills

are covered with sagebrush, and trees are found
only along streams and in other places where water
is sufficient the year round. Though it is
heavier in the mountains, snowfall at Winnemucca
itself has had measurable amounts fall in every
month except July, August and September. During

the winter months, snow on the ground permits
grazing in many desert regions where there is no
other source of stock water. Grazing in the
summer months is restricted to mountain range
tracts where there is sufficient water. Streams

in many areas have been stocked with fish and
provide good fishing each year.

Temperatures in this plateau area tend to rise
sharply right after sunrise and remain
comparatively high during the daylight hours, then
drop rapidly about sundown. Daily temperature
variations of 50 degrees are not uncommon.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
September 10 and the average last occurrence in
the spring is June 8.
