AUGUSTA,

GEORGIA (AGS)

The boundary between the Piedmont Plateau and the
Coastal Plain, known as the Fall Line, crosses the
Savannah River basin in a general
northeast—southwest direction near Augusta,
Georgia. The Weather Service Office at Bush Field
is located in the Savannah River Valley
approximately 2 miles west of the river and 203
miles above the mouth of the Savannah. Hills some
200 feet higher than the station are found
slightly more than 1 mile to the west and
approximately 4 miles to the southwest, and some 5
miles to the south and southeast. Swampland is
found immediately to the north, east, and south of
the station.

The length of the growing season averages 241
days. The average last occurrence in the spring
of temperatures of 32 degrees is mid—March, and
the first in the fall is mid—November.

Measurable snow is a rarity and then remains on
the ground only a short time. Ice storms,
damaging winds, and very low temperatures are also
of rare occurrence.

Augusta has been protected, to a great extent,
from flooding of the Savannah River by the
construction of two multipurpose dams. The Clark
Hill Dam is located 21.7 miles above the city and
Hartwell Dam has been constructed 89 miles above
Augusta.
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
