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AVOCA, WILKES-BARRE — SCRANTON
PENNSYLVANIA (AVP)

The Wilkes—Barre Scranton National Weather Service
Office is located about midway between the two
cities, at the southwest end of the
crescent—shaped Lackawanna River Valley. The
river flows through this valley and empties into

the Susquehanna River and the Wyoming Valley a few
miles west of the airport. The surrounding
mountains protect both cities and the airport from
high winds. They influence the temperature and
precipitation during both summer and winter,
causing wide departures in both within a few miles

of the station. Because of the proximity of the
mountains, the climate is relatively cool in
summer with frequent shower and thunderstorm
activity, usually of brief duration. The winter
temperatures in the valley are not severe.

The occurrence of sub—zero temperatures and severe
snowstorms is infrequent. A high percentage of
the winter precipitation occurs as rain.

Although severe snowstorms are infrequent, when
they do occur they approach blizzard conditions.
High winds cause huge drifts and normal routines
are disrupted for several days.

While the incidence of tornadoes is very low,
Wilkes—Barre has occasionally been hit with these
storms which caused loss of life and great
property damage.

The area has felt the effects of tropical storms.
Considerable wind damage has occasionally
occurred, but the most devastating damage has come
from flooding caused by the large amounts of
precipitation deposited by the storms. The worst
natural disaster to hit the region was the result

of the flooding caused by a hurricane.
