Atlanta is located in the foothills of t he
sout hern Appal achians in north-central Georgia.
The terrain is rolling to hilly and sl opes
downward toward the east, west, and south so that
drai nage of the major river systems is generally
into the caulf of Mexico from the western and
southern sections of the city and to the Atlantic
fromthe eastern portions of the city.

The Gulf of Mexico and the Atlantic Ccean are
approxi mately 250 miles south and southeast of the
city, respectively. Both the Appal achian chain of
mount ai ns and the two nearby maritime bodi es exert
an inportant influence on the Atlanta climate.
Tenperatures are noderated throughout the vyear
whil e abundant precipitation fosters nat ur al

vegetation and growt h of crops. Sumrer
tenmperatures in Atlanta are noderated sonewhat by
el evation but are still rather warm However,

prol onged periods of hot weather are wunusual and
100 degree heat is rarely experienced.

Wth the nmountains to the north tending to retard
the southward novenent of Polar air masses,
Atlanta winters are rather mld. Cold spells
are not unusual but they are rather short-lived
and seldom disrupt outdoor activities for an
extended period of tine. Late March is the
average date of the |last tenperature of 32 degrees
in the spring and m d-Novenber is the average date
of the first tenperature of 32 degrees in the
fall, which gives an average grow ng season of
about 234 days.

Mnimumdry precipitation periods occur nainly
during the late sumrer and early autumm. Maxi mum
thunderstorm activity occurs during July, but
severe | ocal thunderstornms occur nost frequently
in March, April, and My, sone spawning highly
danmagi ng tor nadoes.

The average annual snowfall varies wdely from
year to year. A fall of 4 inches or nore occurs
about once every five years. Mdst snows nelt in a
short period of time due to the rapid warnming
which often follows the storm I ce st orms,
freezing rain or glaze, occur about two out of
every three years, causing hazardous travel and
disruption of utilities. Severe ice storns occur
about once in ten years, causing major disruption
of utilities and significant property damage.

The Bermuda Hi gh pressure area has a dom nant
effect on Atlanta weather, particularly in the
sunmer nmonths. East or northeast w nds produce
the nost unpl easant weather although southerly
winds are quite humid during the sumer. The
generally light wind conditions contribute to the
formati on of an occasional early norning fog.
