The climate of Dodge City and southwestern Kansas
is classified as sem —arid. Dodge City is nearly
300 mles east of the Rocky Mouuntains, but the
weat her reflects the influence of the nountains

The mountains forma barricade against all except
high I evel noisture fromthe southwest, west, and
northwest. Chinook wi nds occur occasionally but
with less frequency and effect than at stations
farther to the west. Rel atively dry air
predominating with an abundance of sunshi ne
contribute to broad diurnal tenperature ranges

Thunder storns during the growi ng season contribute
most  of the noi st ure. I'n general , t he
thunderstorms are widely scattered, occurring
during the late afternoons and evenings. They are
occasi onal ly acconpani ed by hail and strong w nds
but due to the local nature of the stornms, danmage
to crops and buildings is spotty and variable
Wnter is the dry season. However, the noisture
accunmul ated during the winter nonths is inportant
for the hard winter wheat. The duration of snow
cover is generally brief due to mld tenperatures
and an abundance of sunshine. The exception
results fromthe occasional blizzard that spreads
across the flat treeless prairies of the high
pl ai ns.

Afternoon tenperatures in the 90s prevail during
the summer nonths. Tenperatures above 100 degrees
are the exception. Due to low humdity and a
continual breeze, these high tenperatures are

noder at ed. Tenperatures normally drop sharply
after sunset, allowing cool confortable nights
During the wi nter nonths, | arge temperature

changes are frequent, but the duration of extrene
cold spells is brief.

The wvisibility at Dodge Gty is general ly
unrestricted as the terrain is favorable for
unrestricted novenent of air and air nasses

Western Kansas is noted for clear skies and an
abundance of sunshine
