El kins, Wst Virginia, 1is |ocated near t he
principal stormtracks and is therefore subjected
to frequent weat her changes throughout the year.
Wi | e changes nmay be rigorous, they bring relief
from summer heat waves and winter cold waves. The
airport and city are located near the mddle of a
valley with a narrow floor and ridges at or near

3,000 feet. The ridges are oriented north
northeast to south southwest, 3 to 4 mles to the
east and west. The valley is located on the

general northwest sl ope of t he Appal achi an
Mountains which crest about 20 niles to the
sout heast at about 4,500 feet, wth sonme higher
peaks.

The seasonal climates vary greatly from year to
year. \Wen the Atlantic H gh extends westward,
war m weat her with high humidities occur in both
summer and winter. Conversely, if the Atlantic
H gh is displaced eastward and the circulation is
principally fromthe northwest, weather is colder
than nornal. Hottest weather is from warm
westerlies which have been over land for a Ilong
time and have a path over the south central or
sout hwestern areas of the United States.

Summers are characterized by warm humd, showery
weat her, but the heat is noderated by elevation
and orographically induced cl oudi ness. A daily
high tenperature of 90 or above may occasionally
be expected during the summer nonths. Wnters are
nmoderately severe with rapid changes. Snowf al |
may be frequent, and at times, heavy. However, it
sel dom renmai ns on the ground for extended peri ods.
Snows often fall upon warm ground thereby causing
prelimnary nelting, then freezing, resulting in
slippery road conditions. G aze fornmation upon
the ground or upon wires and trees is rare. Col d
spells alternate frequently with thaws, and snhow
is subject to frequent conplete nmelting during the
winter. Severe cold spells occur occasionally but
they seldomlast nore than two or three days. A
daily |l ow of zero degrees or bel ow can be expected
several tines annually.

Si gni fi cant climatic characteristics are
associated with air currents rising and descendi ng
over the nountains. O ographic lifting of air

del ays post—frontal clearing after the passage of
a cold front, especially during the wnter when
| ow cl ouds and snow flurries sonetimes persist for
24 hours or nore after the front has passed.
VWi le this upslope effect prevails with winds from
the north-west quadrant, a foehn effect prevails
with easterly and southerly wnds, tending to
dimnish existing low cloud layers and to Kkeep
ceilings higher t han ot herw se anti ci pat ed.
Nocturnal radiation fog is comon during the
summer and the autum but it usually dissipates
rapidly after sunrise.

Tornadoes are rare in this area, and severe
thunderstorms are very infrequent. However ,

occasional l'y i ntense | ocal rai nfall from
war m-season thunderstorns causes flash flooding in
the narrow vall eys of the area. Due to the renpte
location of the city with respect to concentrated
i ndustry, t he air is usual l'y relatively
unpol luted. There are no inportant snoke sources
in the locality, and snoke or haze sel dom reduces
the visibility bel ow four nmiles.

The average last occurrence in the spring of
temperatures as lowas 32 is early to md-Muy,
and the first occurrence in the autum is early
Cct ober . The length of the grow ng season
aver ages about 148 days.
