Evansville, Indiana, is |located on the Chio River.
The country around Evansville ranges fromlevel to

areas of rolling terrain near the river. Dr ess
Regi onal Airport, where the observati ons have been
taken since August 3I, 1940, is located in a

shallow valley with low hills to the east and west
whi ch parallel the valley, but slope down to the
south. There are hills 5 nmiles to the north which
are about 100 feet higher than the field. The
open end of the valley slopes down and south
toward the city of Evansville and the Chio R ver.

Records of precipitation, tenperature, and w nd
are available fromthe city office locations prior
to August 1 940. Bot h precipitation and
tenmperature records were from roof-top exposures
inthe city and from ground exposures at the
airport. The airport exposure is not subject to
the effect of an early norning snoke bl anket that
was preval ent over the city during the downtown
exposur e.

Prevailing wi nd direction is from t he
sout h—sout hwest. The strongest w nds occur during
a deep winter storm passage through the Lower Chio
Valley. Strong and cold north to northwest winds
occur from late autum to early spring, nost
often, in January and February, as |arge dones of
arctic high pressure noves into the m dwest.

Geographically, Evansville lies in the path of
nmoi sture-bearing |low pressure formations that
move fromthe western Qulf region, northeastward
over the Mssissippi and Chio Valleys to the G eat
Lakes and northern Atlantic Coast. Mich of the
precipitation results from these storm systens,
especially in the cooler part of the year.

Both tenperature and precipitation are closely
related to the movenment of the polar front and the
storms which nove along the front. This is
especially true in the winter and spring nonths.

In sumer and early autumm changes are | ess severe
and periods of polar air invasions are |ess
prolonged. There is considerable variation in
seasonal and nmonthly tenperature and precipitation
fromyear to year as these factors depend greatly
on the frequency of storm and frontal passages.
A conparatively few mles difference in the
distance of the paths of these storns, often
spells the di fference bet ween whet her t he
precipitation is snow, rain, or freezing rain
during wi nter nonths.

Convective t hunder st or s, developing in t he
maritime tropical air from the «@ulf of Mxico
and squall line activity, seemto be the factors

which conbine to supply the sumrer rainfall.
The greatest precipitation intensities for short
periods of time cone in the nonths of greatest
thunderstorm frequency. The greatest intensities
for 24 hours or nore are confined to the wnter
mont hs when stormcenters to the south produce a
sustained flow of overrunning Gulf air.

Severe st or s are rat her i nfrequent but
thunderstorms cause sonme wind danmage each year.
Hail often occurs with the stronger thunderstorns.
Evansville is in tornado alley wth the nost
frequent occurrence in early spring and late fall.
The tornado frequency woul d probably be | ess than
one every ten years for Evansville.

Snowfal |l varies greatly from season to season, as
do rainfall and tenperature. O note is the fact
that snowfalls of 2 or npbre inches are very
infrequent, and these anpunts are wusually nelted
within a day or two.

The growi ng season averages 199 days, but has been
as long as 250 days and as short as 169 days.
