Located on the west bank of the Janes River at
about the middle of the river valley, Huron has a
climate that can be classified as continental wth
frequent daily tenmperature fluctuations and
distinct seasons. The seasons have varied quite
markedly from year to year. Agriculture is the
main industry in the area

Wnter is characteristically cold and dry wth
storms of short duration. Nor mal tenperatures
for the season are in the niddle teens and
precipitation is minly in the form of snow
Seasonal snowfall has varied from under 9 inches
to over 75 inches. Wntertine storns of blizzard
proportions are infrequent, but they do occur
These blizzards are characterized by strong w nds
low tenperatures, snow, and very poor visibility.
Many mild days can be expected during the wnter
since about 39 percent of the daily maximum
tenmperatures are above the freezing mark

Spring is characterized by marked upward trends in
both precipitation and tenperature with t he
nmoi sture anounts increasing sone three to four
fold over winter. Nearly one-third, over 5 inches

of the annual total precipitation usually falls
during the spring nonths. In early spring sonme of
the precipitation falls as SNoOw. As a
consequence, the month of March has a slightly
hi gher snowfall average than any of the winter
nmont hs

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Septenber 29 and the average |last occurrence in
the spring is May 11

Summers are hot but not extreme. Tenperatures of
1 00 degrees or higher usually occur three or four
times a year, but nights are nornmally cool and
confortable. Summertine precipitation is mainly
in the formof showers and thunderstorms. Hail
occurs about three tines a year in the sunmertine
thunderstorns. Sunshine also reaches its naxinum
during the summer nonths, when the sun shines
during nmore than 70 percent of the daylight hours

Autum, with a relatively slow drop in tenperature
and steadily | essening anounts of rainfall, is a
delightful season with mldly warm days, coo
ni ghts, and plentiful sunshine

The terrain around Huron is exceptionally |eve

and flat. Even the Janes R ver has a slope of only
4 to 6 inches per mle. However, floods in the
Huron area have generally been of mnor inportance
because the flood plain is agricultural |land, and
is not devel oped for hones or businesses. Heavy
rains fromsumrertime thunderstornms nay, at times

cause sone |ocal flooding problens in the city.
Moderate to fresh w nds occur quite frequently
during the daytime in all seasons of the year

Wnds are nornally from the north in the winter
and fromthe south in the sunmer. The wunusually
level terrain helps to accentuate this tendency
toward wi ndy days
