Lake Charles is located on the east side of the
| ake of the same name. The Cal casieu River enters
and exits Lake Charles and several other lakes in
the area on its way to the @lf of Mexico. The
terrain is flat, level coastal plain. Ext ensi ve
mar shes begin sone 10 to 15 miles south and extend
to the coast. Area elevations range from near sea
level to about 25 feet above sea Ievel. The
Nati onal Weather Service Office is at the Lake
Charl es Municipal Airport, about 7 mles south of
the downtown area. Calcasieu Lake is only 6 niles
sout hwest of the airport.

The general classification of the Lake Charles
climate is humid subtropical wth a strong
maritime character. The climate is influenced to
a | arge degree by the ampbunt of water surface in
the imedi ate area and the proxinmity of the Qulf
of Mexi co.

Prevailing wind flow is southerly during much of
the year. The flow of air fromthe Gulf of Mexico
hel ps to tenper extremes of summer heat, shorten
the duration of winter cold spells and provide a
source of abundant rain. Wnds are usually rather
l'i ght.

Rainfall is heavy, with the nornmal annual total

more than 50 inches. Anpunts are substantial in
al | seasons. Alnmost all rainfall occurs from
brief convective showers, except occasionally

during winter when nearly continuous frontal rains
may persist for a few days. In spite of the large
normal rainfall amounts, dry spells of two or
three weeks duration are not uncommon.

The winter nonths are nornally nild wth cold
spells usually of short duration. Tenperatures of
20 degrees and below are extrenely rare, occurring
only about one year in five.

Snow i s a negligible. Many years pass Wwithout
nmeasurable snowfall. However, on rare occasions,
as nmuch as 22 inches of snow have fallen at Lake
Charles. Freezing rain and sleet are only a little
| ess unconmmon than snow.

The sumrer weather is consistently quite warm and
hum d but the tenperature rarely reaches the 100
degree nmark. The humidity is often above 90
percent at night and seldomfalls bel ow 50 percent
during the afternoons.

The spring and fall seasons are very nmld and
pl easant with only brief rains interrupting 1|ong
periods of dry sunny weat her.

Severe local storns may occur during any season
but are nmost frequent in the spring. The area
weat her is occasionally influenced by tropical
storms or hurricanes. Sonme of these storms nay
be acconpani ed by tornadoes.
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
