GEORG A ( McN)

Located very near the geographical center of
Georgia, Macon is well situated to escape rigorous
climatic extremes. The climate is a blend of the
maritime and continental types. Rarely does
ei ther dominate for |ong unbroken periods. The
prevailing northwesterly winds of winter and early
spring are frequently superseded by southerly
flows of warm noist tropical air. The southern
extremty of t he Appal achi ans presents an
effective barrier to the rapid flow of cold air in

winter. |In sunmertine the prevailing southerlies
frequently give way to the drier westerly and
northerly winds. 1In short, the climte is truly
equabl e.

Severe storns occur occasionally in this locality.
Tor nadoes occur, about tw ce each year within the
area covered by Bibb and adjacent counties

Thunder st orms occur on approxi mately two days out
of five from June through August. Cccasional |y,
thunderstornms are acconpanied by severe squalls

but property damage fromthis cause has been heavy
inonly a fewinstances. As Mcon is sone 200
mles fromboth the Atlantic and the @lf of
Mexi co, hurricanes offer no direct threat, and
secondary effects are generally milder than those
produced by the heavier thunderstorms. Property
damage of a minor nature occurs occasionally due
to gale force wi nds and heavy rainfall

Snow occurs at sone time during nost winters, but
amounts of snow are usually quite small. However
on rare occasi ons heavy snow does occur in this
area

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Novenber 8 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is March 17

The National Wather Service Ofice is surrounded

by predominantly flat terrain. Fl anki ng the
station on the west, a range of wooded hills about
300 f eet in hei ght runs in a general

nort hwest —sout heast direction. The nearest point
of these hills is about 2 1/2 mles to the
sout hwest . Most of the countryside is wel
wooded, except for a few farms. Much of the
outlying area is swanpy, especially in the river
and creek bottons. Besides the swanps, the only
bodies of water in the vicinity are the Ccnul gee
Ri ver, Echeconnee Creek, and Tobesofkee Creek.
These have little influence on the climte, except
that when other conditions are favorable, they
contribute to the formation of fog
