Medford is located in a nmountain valley formed by
the fanpus Rogue River and one of its tributaries,

Bear Creek. The major portion of the wvalley
ranges in elevation from1,300 to 1,400 feet above
sea level. Muntains surround the valley on all

sides, to the east the Cascades, ranging up to
9,500 feet, to the south the Siskiyous, ranging up
to 7,600 feet, and to the west and north, the
Coast Range and Unpqua Divide, ranging up to 5,500
feet above sea |evel. The valley exits to the
ocean 80 miles westward through the narrow canyon
of the Rogue River.

Medford has a noderate clinate of narked seasonal
characteristics. Late fall, wnter, and early
spring nonths are danp, cloudy, and cool under the
influence of marine air. Late spring, sumer, and
early fall are warm dry, and sunny, due to the
dry continental nature of the prevailing w nds
al oft that cross this area.

The rain shadow afforded by the Siskiyous and

Coast Range results in a relatively |Ilight annual
rainfall, nost of which falls during the wnter
season. Sumertime rainfall is br ought by
thunderstormactivity. Snowfall is quite heavy in

the surrounding nmountains during the wi nter,
providi ng excellent skiing. The nountains provide
irrigation water storage which is necessary for
production of nost commercial crops during the dry

sunmer . Valley snowfall is 1light. |Individual
accumul ations of snow seldom last nmore than 24
hour s and present little hi ndrance to

transportation on the valley floor.

Few extrenmes of tenmperature occur. H gh
temperatures in the sumrer nonths average slightly
bel ow 90 degrees. High tenperatures are always

acconpani ed by low hunmidity, and hot days give way
to cool nights as cool air drains down the
mount ai n sl opes into the valley. The length of
the growi ng season is 170 days, fromlate April to
m d-Cctober. The last date of 32 degrees in the
spring normally occurs in md-June and the first
date of 32 degrees in the fall occurs in md-
Sept enber.

Valley winds are usually very [light, prevailing
fromthe north or northwest nmuch of the year.
W nds exceeding 10 nph during the wnter nonths
nearly always cone from the southerly quadrant.
H ghest velocities are reached when a well
devel oped stormoff the northern California coast
causes a foehn or chinook wind off the Siskiyou
Mountains to the south, speeds to 50 nph are
common, and gusts to 70 nph have been recorded
occasionally. Summer thunderstornms produce gusty
winds to 40 or 50 nph which may come from any
direction.

Fog often fills the lower portion of the valley
during the winter and early spring nonths, when
rapid clearing of the sky after a storm allows
nocturnal cooling of the entrapped, noist air to
the saturation point. Duration of the fog is
sel dom nore than three days. Geographi cal and
met eor ol ogi cal conditions contribute to a snoke
problemduring the fall, winter and early spring
months.  Snoke, fromlocal sources, occasionally
reduces visibility to 1 to 3 niles under stable
condi tions.
