At an elevation of 4,400 feet above nmean sea
level, Reno is located at the west edge of Truckee
Meadows in a sem -arid plateau lying in the | ee of
the Sierra Nevada Muntai n Range. To the west,

the Sierras rise to elevations of 9,000 to |I|I,000
feet. Hlls to the east reach 6,000 to 7,000 feet.
The Truckee River, flowng from the Sierras

eastward through Reno, drains into Pyram d Lake to
the northeast of the city.

The daily tenperatures on the whole are mild, but
the difference between the high and low often
exceeds 45 degrees. \Wile the afternoon high nmay
exceed 90 degrees, a light wap is often needed
shortly after sunset. Nights with | ow tenperatures
over 60 degrees are rare. Afternoon tenperatures
in wnter are noderate.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Septenber 16 and the average |last occurrence in
the spring is June 1.

More than half of the precipitation in Reno occurs
mainly as mxed rain and snow, and falls from
Decenber to March. Although there is an average
of about 25 inches of snow a year, it seldom
remains on the ground for nore than three
or four days at a time. Summer rain comes mainly
as brief thunderstorms in the mddle and late
af t er noons. VWi le precipitation is scarce,
consi derable water is available from the high
altitude reservoirs in the Sierra Nevada, where
precipitation is heavy.

Hum dity is very |low during the summer nonths, and
nmoderately low during the winter. Fogs are rare,
and are usually confined to the early norning
hours of midw nter. Sunshi ne is abundant
t hroughout the year.
