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Tupel o is | ocat ed in t he Bl ack Prairie
physi ographi c region of Mssissippi. The surface
is flat to gently undulating, wunderlain by soft
I'i mestone which has weathered into dark, fertile
soils. The Black Prairie is largely devoid of
trees, although precipitation in the region is
more than sufficient for forest growh. The Bl ack
Prairie is bordered by the Fall Line Hills on the
east and the Pontotoc R dge on the west, thus
being situated as a low, flat region from20 to 25
mles wde trending northwest-southeast in the
northeastern corner of M ssissippi.

Agricultural interests are varied, but the region
is a major producer of soybeans and |ivestock.
Tupel o is the dom nant urban center of the region,
and popul ation is projected to continue to
increase in the future. Manufacturing and industry
are growing rapidly in the area, enhanced by
recent conpletion of the Tenn-Tom Waterway. Water
supply for the growi ng nunicipal and industrial
demand has been identified as a potential problem
in the region as ground water is being used faster
than it can be replenished by natural processes.

Average annual precipitation of over 50 inches is
wel | distributed throughout the year. On average,

about half the annual total falls between April
and Septenber, with March being the wettest nonth
and Cctober the driest nmonth. There is a 90
percent probability that the freeze-free period
will be longer than six months, with a 50 percent
chance for a freeze before the end of Cctober and
after the first of April. Maxi mum tenperat ures
over 90 degrees are expected on 78 days between
May and Septenber, with freezes expected on 66
days between Cctober and March.

Record tenperatures of over 105 degrees and bel ow
—10 degrees have been observed at Tupelo. Showis
not infrequent during the winter, although anounts
average less than two and one-half inches each

year. However, accunulations greater than 10
inches have been recorded. Frontal passages are
common features of the climate from fall through

spring, and there are seasonal occurrences of
t hunderstorms. Tornadoes, though quite rare, have
occurred in the region, particularly during late
spring. Precipitation anbunts of one-half inch or
nore are expected on 37 days each year, wth one-
tenth inch or nore expected on 73 days. Daily
totals of precipitation have exceeded six inches
on several occasions.
