The city of Victoria is | ocat ed in t he
sout h—central Texas Coastal Plain. The climate is
classified as hum d subtropical. Summers are hot

with about 100 days wth tenperatures of 90
degrees or above. However, pleasant sea breezes
from the nearby Qlf of Mexico nmmke the high
t emper at ures bearabl e.

Spring is characterized by mld days, brisk w nds,
and occasi onal showers and thunderstorns. Strong
sout heast wi nds begin in March, dinmnish in April
and May, and become pl easant sea breezes in the
first half of June. Thunder st orm activity
i ncreases through March and April, reaching a peak
in May. Considerable cloudiness is the rule, with
al nost 50 percent of the days in the spring having
overcast or nearly overcast skies.

The sea breeze dimnishes during the sumer, and
at times fails altogether, and sone hot nights are
experienced in late June, July, and early August.
H gh summer humidity gives way to clear, drier air
in late August. N ghttine tenperatures drop to
pl easant | evels. Thunderstorms continue, and | awns
and fields remain green.

The first nort her usually arrives near the
begi nning of fall, in late Septenber. October and
Novenber are ideal fall months with |long periods
of clear days with nild tenperatures and cool
nights. The anmount of rainfall decreases.

The w nter season weather conditions alternate
bet ween cl ear, cold, dry periods and cloudy, mld,
drizzly days as fronts move dowmn fromthe north.
The tenperature drops below 32 degrees on an
average of about a dozen nornings per year.

The normal rainfall of about 36 inches is well
di stributed throughout the year, with the heaviest
falls com ng during the growi ng season. Some  of
the smaller streams dry up in the |late sumrer, and
during occasi onal periods of general drought sone
of the larger streanms may reach pool stage.

The area is subject to occasi onal tropical
di sturbances during sunmmer and fall. Destructive
winds and torrential rains may occur in these
st or nms. Approximately 50 days per year have
t hunder st or s, but hai | is i nfrequent.

Destructive storns with tornados are rare.
