Maxima of 90 degrees or more have occurred
in summer as frequently as 55 days and zero or
lower readings have occurred during every winter.

Freezing temperatures have occurred as late in
spring as late May and as early in autumn as late
September. Precipitation is usually well
distributed throughout the year with the greatest
amounts falling during the 177-day average crop
growing season. Substantial weather changes
frequently occur at three or four day intervals,
as a direct result of proximity to some of the
most important storm tracks.
