TEXAS(KACT)

One of the major cities of Texas, Waco is |ocated
inthe rich agricultural region of the Brazos
River Valley in North Central Texas. The city lies
on the edge of the gently rolling Bl ackland
Prairies. To the west lies the rolling to hilly
Grand Prairie. Waco is a commercial hub with an
economny based on i ndustry, educati on and
agriculture. Baylor University, founded in |845,
is located here. Regional agriculture includes
chiefly cattle, poultry, sorghum cotton and corn.
Soils are black waxy, |oam and sandy types. Lake
Waco, a reservoir of 7,260 surface acres, lies
within the Waco city limts, wth the north
shoreline approximately 0.8 mle south of the
Muni ci pal Airport.

The climate of Waco is humd subtropical with hot
sunmers. It is a continental type climte
characterized by extreme vari ations in
tenperature. Tr opi cal maritine air masses
predom nate throughout the |late spring, sumer and
early fall nonths, while Polar air masses frequent
the area in winter. |In an average year, April and
May are the wettest nonths, while the July-August
period is the driest. Mst warm season rainfall
occurs from thunderstorm activity. Consequently,
consi derabl e spatial variation in anpbunts occur.

Wnters are mld. Cold fronts noving down from
the High Plains often are acconpanied by strong,
gusty, northerly wnds and sharp dr ops in
tenperature. Cold spells are of short duration,
rarely lasting longer than 2 or 3 days before
a rapid warming occurs. Wnter precipitation is
closely associated wth frontal activity, and may

fall as rain, freezing rain, sleet or snow.
During nost years, snowfall is of little or no
consequence.

Dayti me t enper at ur es are hot in sunmer,
particularly in July and August. The hi ghest
tenperatures are associated with fair skies, l|ight

wi nds, and conparatively low humidities. There is
little variety in the day-to-day weather during
July and August. Air conditioning is recomended
for maxi mum confort indoors or while traveling.

The spring and fall seasons are very pleasant at
Waco. Tenperatures are confortable. Cl oudi ness
and showers are nore frequent in the spring than
inthe fall. The average first occurrence of 32
degr ees Fahrenheit is Jlate Novenber and the
average | ast occurrence is in md March.
