CLEVELAND
OHIO (KCLE)

Cleveland is on the south shore of Lake Erie in
northeast Chio. The netropolitan area has a |ake
frontage of 3l miles. The surrounding terrain is
general ly |l evel except for an abrupt ridge on the
eastern edge of the city which rises sonme 500 feet
above the shore terrain. The Cuyahoga R ver, which
flows through a rather deep but narrow north-south
val l ey, bisects the city.

Local clinmate is continental in character but with
strong nodi fying i nfluences by Lake Erie. West to
northerly winds blowing off Lake Erie tend to
| ower daily high tenperatures in summer and raise
tenperatures in winter. Tenperatures at Hopkins
Airport which is 5 niles south of the |akeshore
average from 2-4 degrees higher than the | akeshore
in summer, while overnight low tenperatures
average from 2-4 degrees |ower than the | akefront
during all seasons.

In this area, sumers are noderately warm and
humid wth occasional days when tenperatures
exceed 90 degrees. Wnters are relatively cold and
cloudy with an average of 5 days wth sub-zero
tenperatures. Wather changes occur every few
days fromthe passing of cold fronts.

The daily range in tenperature is usually greatest
inlate summer and least in wnter. Annual
extremes in tenperature normally occur soon after

late June and Decenber. Maxi mum t enper at ur es
bel ow freezing occur nost often in Decenber,
January, and February. Tenperatures of |00 degrees
or higher are rare. On the average, freezing
tenperatures in fall are first recorded in Cctober
while the last freezing tenperature in spring
normal |y occurs in April.

As is characteristic of continental clinates,
precipitation varies wdely from year to year.
However, it is normally abundant and wel |
distributed throughout the year with spring being
the wettest season. Showers and thunderstorns
account for nmost of the rainfall during the
growi ng season. Thunderstorns are nost frequent
fromApril through August. Snowfall nay fluctuate
wi dely. Mean annual snowfall increases from west
to east in Cuyahoga County ranging from about 45
inches in the west to nore than 90 inches in the
extreme east.

Danegi ng wi nds of 50 nph or greater are wusually
associ ated with thunderstorms. Tornadoes, one of
the nost destructive of all atnospheric storns,
occasional |y occur in Cuyahoga County.
