CONCORDIA
KANSAS (K CNK)

A wide variety of weather occurs in the Concordia
area whi ch nmakes possible a great range in crop

producti on. VWheat is ideally suited to the
climate of north-central Kansas where a conplete
crop failure is unknown. Equally well suited to
the climte are alfalfa, sweet clover, and

sor ghum Corn is generally a successful crop
al though dry summers and hot w nds occasionally
prove di sastrous. Adequat e noisture throughout
the year wunder nornael conditions provides fine
grazing conditions for a flourishing livestock
i ndustry.

Precipitation is light during the wnter nonths

increasing in the spring until June and dropping
of f during the autumm nonths. Summer nmonths wth
less than 1 inch of precipitation are common,
even though nmonthly summer rainfall has exceeded
13 inches. Thunderstornms are frequent in May,
June, July and August. Although heavy w nter
snowfalls are not unconmon, severe storns that
paral yze industry and agriculture are very rare

Some periods have been distinguished by very dry

or very wet cycles. Sustai ned periods of hot
dry, and wndy weather frequently occur in July
and August wth tenperatures of 100 degrees or
nore recorded for a week or nobre at a tinme. The
average |ast occurrence of tenperatures as |ow
as 32 degrees in the spring is md April. The
average first occurrence of 32 degrees in the
autumm is |l ate Cctober

Wnds are southerly nost of the year except for a
short period of northerly winds during the wnter

Vel ocities are nearly constant throughout the year
except for a slight increase in the spring nonths.

The variety of weather in north-central Kansas is
invigorating and healthful. Wnters are usually
mld, and summers are seldom oppressively hot.
Spring and autum, although very different in nost
respects, are very pleasant. A period of mld,
dry Indian Summer weather usually occurs in
COct ober and early Novenber before the winter snow
and col d begin.
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
