DAYTONA BEACH
FLORIDA (KDAB)

Dayt ona Beach is located on the Atlantic OCcean
The Halifax River, part of the Florida Inland
Wat erway, runs through the city. The terrain in
the area is flat and the soil is nostly sandy.
El evations in the area range from 3 to 15 feet
above nmean sea | evel near the ocean to about 31
feet at the airport and on a ridge running along
the western city limts.

Nearness to the ocean results in a clinate
tenpered by the effect of land and sea breezes

In the sumrer, while nmaxinum tenperatures reach
90 degrees or above during the late norning or
early afternoon, the nunber of hours of 90 degrees
or above is relatively small due to the beginning
of the sea breeze near mdday and the occurrence
of local afternoon convective thunderstorms which
lower the tenperature to the confortable 80s

Wnters, although subject to invasions of cold
air, arerelatively mld due to the nearness of
the ocean and | atitudinal |ocation

The rainy season fromJune through m d-Cctober
produces 60 percent of the annual rainfall. The
maj or portion of the summer rainfall occurs in the
formof |ocal convective thunderstorms which are
occasi onal ly heavy and produce as nuch as 2 or 3
inches of rain. The nore severe thunderstorns may
be attended by strong gusty winds. Al nost  al
rainfall during the winter nonths is associated
with frontal passages

Long periods of cl oudi ness and rain are
infrequent, usually not lasting over 2 or 3 days
These periods are wusually associated wth a
stationary front, a so-called northeaster, or a
tropi cal disturbance

Tropi cal disturbances or hurricanes are not
considered a great threat to this area of the
state. GCenerally hurricanes in this latitude tend
to pass well offshore or lose nuch of their
intensity while crossing the state before reaching
this area. Only in gusts have hurricane-force
wi nds been recorded at this station

Heavy fog occurs nostly during the winter and
early spring. These fogs wusually form by
radi ati onal cooling at night and dissipate soon
after sunrise. On rare occasions sea fog noves in
fromthe ocean and persists for two or three days

There is no significant source in the area for air
pol | ution
