FRESNO
CALIFORNIA (KFAT)

Fresno is located about mnmidway and toward the
eastern edge of the San Joaquin Valley, which is
oriented northwest to southeast and has a length
of about 225 miles and an average wdth of 50
mles. The San Joaquin Valley is generally flat.
About 15 miles east of Fresno the terrain slopes
upward with the foothills of the Sierra Nevada
The Sierra Nevada attain an el evation of nore than
14,000 feet 50 miles east of Fresno. West of the
city 45 miles lie the foothills of the Coastal
Range

The climate of Fresnois dry and mld in wnter
and hot in sumrer. Nearly nine-tenths of the
annual precipitation falls in the six nmont hs
from Novenber to April.

Due to clear skies during the sumrer and the
protection of the San Joaquin Valley from marine
effects, the normal daily maxinum tenperature
reaches the high 90s during the latter part of
July. The daily maxi mum tenperature during the
war nest nonth has ranged from 76 to II5 degrees

Low relative hum dities and sone w nd nmovenent
substantially lower the sensible tenperature
during periods of high readings. Hum dity

readings of 15 percent are comon on sumrer
afternoons, and readings as | ow as 8 percent have
been recorded. In contrast to this, humdity
readi ngs average 90 percent during the norning
hours of Decenber and January

Wnds flow with the major axis of the San Joaquin
Vall ey, generally from the northwest. Thi s
feature is especially beneficial since, during the
war mest nonths, the northwest w nds i ncrease
during the evenings. These refreshing breezes and
the nornmally large tenperature variation of about
35 degrees between the hi ghest and | owest readings
of the day, generally result in confortable
eveni ng and ni ght tenperatures

Wnter tenperatures are usual |y mld wth
infrequent cold spells dropping the r eadi ngs
bel ow freezing. Heavy frost occurs alnost every
year, and the first frost wusually occurs during

the | ast week of Novemnber. The last frost in
spring is usually in early March, however, one
year in five will have the last frost after the
first of April. The growing season is 291 days

Al t hough the heavi est rains recorded at Fresno for
short periods have occurred in June, wusually any
rainfall during the sumer is very light. Snowis
a rare occurrence in Fresno

Fresno enjoys a very high percentage of sunshine
receiving nore than 80 percent of the possible
amounts during all but the four nmont hs of
Novenber , Decenber, January, and February.
Reduction of sunshine during these nonths is
caused by fog and short periods of stornmy weather

During foggy periods, at tines lasting nearly
two weeks, sunshine is reduced to a mininum This
fog frequently lifts to a few hundred feet above
the surface of the valley and presents t he
appearance of a heavy, solid cloud |ayer

Spring and autum are very enjoyable seasons in
Fresno, with clear skies, light rainfall and w nds
and mld tenperatures
