GRAND ISLAND
NEBRASKA (KGRI)

The Grand |sland Weather Service Ofice is |ocated
at the Hall County Regional Airport, 3 mles
northeast of downtown Grand |Island. It is
situated just west of the md-point of t he
north-south runway. The site is less than 50
mles from the geographical center of t he
contiguous United States and in the shallow Platte
Ri ver valley. The conplex of the Loup River and
its tributaries converge approximately 15 niles
northwest of the station, then flows eastward

across the state. The terrain i medi ately
surrounding the station is flat, sandy, |oam
Just to the north is the southern boundary of the
Nebraska sandhills. The terrain slopes gently

upward fromthe Mssouri River valley in eastern
Nebraska to the Rocky Mountains of Colorado and
Woni ng.

The climate is primarily continental in nature
wi th occasional incursions of naritine tropical
air fromthe Qulf of Mexico and nodified maritine
polar air from the Pacific GCcean. Wntertine
out breaks of cold, dry, Arctic air from Canada are
common, wusually acconpanied by strong biting
wi nds.

The east-west upslope produces periods of fog
and low stratus when wnds have an easterly
conponent, and the characteristics of a Chinook,
with warmdry air, when the conponent is westerly.
Dry-season dust storns occur occasionally wth
these Chi nook wi nds. These have been reduced in
recent years by increased farm irrigation.
Gowi ng season hunmidities have al so been increased
by the expanding irrigation projects. Sumers are
usually hot and dry wth tenperatures often
reaching 100 degrees or nore. Late spring and
early sunmer is the peak season for severe
thunderstorns with frequent hail and tornados
occasionally occurring. Wnters are punctuated by
occasi onal severe blizzards and have wide
variations in tenperatures that range from mld
to bitterly cold.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cct ober 9 and the average |l ast occurrence in the
spring is April 29.
