GREENSBORO
NORTH CAROLINA (KGSO)

The Greensboro-H gh Point-Wnston-Sal em Regional
Airport is located in the west-central part of
Quil ford County, in the northern Piednont section
of North Carolina. The Ilocation is near the
headwaters of the Haw and Deep Rivers, both

branches of the Cape Fear River system A few
mles west is a ridge beyond which |lies the Yadkin
Ri ver Basin. To the north, across a sinmlar

ridge, the waters of the Dan Ri ver flow
northeastward i nto the Roanoke. West, beyond the
Yadki n River Basin, the land gradually rises into
the Brushy Muntains. To the northwest, other
out croppi ngs southeast of the Blue Ridge rise into
peaks occasionally exceeding 2,500 feet. The Blue
Ri dge proper fornms a northeast-southwest barrier
wi th heights occasionally exceeding 3,000 feet.

Wnter tenmperatures and rainfall are both nodified
by the nountain barrier, but to a |esser extent
than in areas closer to the Appal achi an Range.
Shallow cold air masses fromthe west tend to be
stopped or turned aside by the nmountains, while
deeper masses are lifted over the range, |osing
nmoi sture and warming during the passage. For this
reason the | owest tenperatures recorded in Forsyth
and GQuilford Counties wusually occur when clear,
cold air drifts southward, east of the Appal achian
Range. The sunmer tenperatures vary wth the
cl oudi ness and shower activity, but are generally
mld.

Northwesterly w nds sel dom bring heavy or
prolonged winter rain or snow. Flurries of |I|ight
snow may fall when cold air blows across the
nountains, but the heavier wnter precipitation
cones with wnds blowing from northeast through
east and south to southwest. Wen noist wnds
blowing froman easterly or southerly direction
meet cold air noving out of the north or northwest
inthe vicinity of North Carolina, snow, sleet, or
gl aze may occur. G azing is nore common here than
in nost of North Carolina, but only occasionally
beconmes severe enough to do nmuch damage in the
northern Piednont area.

Seasonal snowfall has a w de range and there have
been a fewwinters with only a trace of snow. Snow
sel dom stays on the ground nore than a few days.

Sumer precipitation is largely from
thunderstorms, nostly local in character. The
frequency of these showers and the anpunt of rain
received varies greatly fromyear to year and from
pl ace to pl ace. Si zeable areas are sonetines
wi thout significant rain in late spring or early
sumrer for two or nore weeks, while other areas in
the vicinity may be well watered.

Damagi ng storns are infrequent in the Northern
Pi edmont area. The highest winds to occur have
been associated with thunderstorns, and were of
brief duration. Hail is reported within Cuilford
and Forsyth Counties each year. The occurrence
of tornadoes is rare. Hurricanes have produced
heavy rainfall here, but no winds of destructive
force.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cctober 27 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is April 11.
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
