Huntsville has a tenperate clinate. Sunmers are
characterized by warm and humd weather, with
rather frequent thunderstorns. Wnters are
usual ly rather cool, but vary considerably from
one year to the next.

The city of Huntsville is al most surrounded by the
foothills of the Appalachian Mountains. The
Tennessee River winds its way westward about 7
mles to the south of the city, and the broad
fertile Tennessee River Valley, wth flat to
gently rolling terrain, extends to the west. The
weat her station is | ocat ed at t he
Hunt svi | | e- Madi son County Airport, which is 11
mles southwest of the center of Huntsville
Mountain ridges, with elevations from 1,200 to
1,600 feet above sea level, are |ocated sone 14
mles to the northeast, east, and southeast of the
airport.

Cold air masses fromthe continent are predoni nant
over the area during the wnter season, but, at
times, mld air fromthe GQulf of Mexico spreads
northward to Huntsville or beyond, and may persi st
for several days in succession. The contrast
between air nmasses frequenting the region in
wi nter provides a potential source of energy for
produci ng extensive periods of |ow cloudiness and
rain, the result being that four nonths, Decenber
t hrough March, account for about 43 percent of the
normal annual precipitation. Severely cold
weat her sel dom occurs

In the transition from winter to spring

appearances of warm noist air in place of the
cold air become nore frequent, and the greatest
variety of weather wusually occurs during this

season. Spring season thunderstorns in the
vicinity of the boundary between warm and cold air
masses are nore likely to be acconpanied by
locally severe weat her condi tions t han

t hunderstorns in other seasons

Day to day weat her changes in the sunmer season
are rather small, other than the occurrence of
thunderstorms that provide relief from the heat
on about one-third of the days. Tenper at ur es
frequently rise to 90 degrees or higher, but reach
100 degrees only on rare occasions

During the fall the weather is wusually dry and
pl easant. The air masses are cooler in the |ower
level s and the thunderstorm activity of summer
decreases sharply. The dry air is very favorable
for the harvesting of cotton and hay crops

inmportant itenms in the econony of the area. A
maj or departure fromthe relatively dry weather of
fall is an occasional rainy spell of one or nore

days associated with a decaying hurricane drifting
northward fromthe Gl f of Mexico

Precipitation anounts for the drier nonths of the
fall are appreciably less than for the relatively
wet season in winter. However, with the exception
of an infrequent long dry spell, precipitation
distribution is such as to provide adequat e
moi sture for plant growth throughout the year
Precipitation is nostly in the formof rain, but
snow can be expected to some extent each wnter
and seasonal totals have ranged fromless than 1
inch to over 20 inches

The growi ng season is 214 days. The climate is
suitable for truck farmng, as well as for staple
crops and livestock. The average date for the
| ast occurrence of freezing tenperatures in the
spring is late March and the average date of the
first freeze is late Cctober
