LITTLE ROCK
ARKANSAS (KLIT)

Little Rock is located on the Arkansas River near
the geographical center of the state. It is
situated on the dividing |line between the Quachita
Mountains to the west and the flat |ow ands
conprising the Mssissippi River Valley to the
east. Elevations range from 222 feet at the river
level to 257 feet over much of the flat |and,
including the airport in the southeast, to near
600 feet inthe hilly residential area of the
western portions of the city. Two m nor
tenperature variations are observed due to the
terrain; sonewhat |ower mininmmtenperatures are
observed in the airport vicinity and a slight
downsl ope adi abatic heating effect acconpanies
airflow fromthe ridges and hills in the west and
nort hwest .

The nodified continental climate of Little Rock
i ncl udes exposure to all of the North Anerican air
mass types. However, with its proximty to the
@ul f of Mexico, the sumer season is marked by
prol onged periods of warm and humi d weat her. The
growi ng season averages 233 days in which 62
percent of the normal precipitation occurs.
Wnters are mld, but polar and Arctic outbreaks
are not unconmon.

Precipitation is fairly wel | di stributed
throughout the year. Surmmer rainfall is alnost
conpletely of the convective type. The driest
period usually occurs in the |late summer and early
fall. Snowis alnost negligible. Gaze and ice

storms, although infrequent, are at tinmes severe.
Warm front weather in the winter and early spring,
characterized by shallow surface cold air flow
fromthe north under warmnoist Qulf air, results
in excellent conditions for the production of
freezing precipitation.
