Olando is located in the central section of
the Florida peninsula, surrounded by nany |akes

Rel ative humidities remain high the year-round

wi th val ues near 90 percent at night and 40 to 50
percent in the afternoon. On sone w nter days, the
hum dity may drop to 20 percent.

The rainy season extends from June through
Sept enber, sonetines through Cctober when tropical
stornms are near. During this period, scattered
afternoon thunderstorms are an al nost daily
occurrence, and these bring a drop in tenperature
to nmake the clinmate bearable. Sunmer tenperatures
above 95 degrees are rather rare. There is usually
a breeze which contributes to the general confort.

During the winter nonths rainfall is light. Wile
tenperatures, on infrequent occasion, may drop at
night to near freezing, they rise rapidly during
the day and, in brilliant sunshine, afternoons are
pl easant.

Frozen precipitation in the form of snowflakes,
snow pel lets, or sleet is rare. However, hail is
occasionally reported during thunderstormns.

Hurricanes are wusually not considered a great
threat to Olando, since, to reach this area, they
must pass over a substantial stretch of land and

in so doing, lose nmuch of their punch. Sustained
hurricane winds of 75 nph or higher rarely occur
Olando, being inland, is relatively safe from

hi gh water, although heavy rains sonetinmes briefly
flood sections of the city.
