TENNESSEE (KMEM)

Topography varies fromthe level alluvial area in
east-central Arkansas to the slightly rolling area

in northwestern M ssissippi and sout hwest ern
Tennessee.
Agricultural interests are varied, wth ngjor

crops being cotton, corn, hay, soybeans, peaches,
appl es, and a consi derabl e nunber of vegetables.
The climate is quite favorabl e for dairy
interests, and for the raising of cattle and hogs.

The growi ng season is about 230 days in |ength.
The average date for the last occurrence of
tenperatures as low as 32 degrees is late March.
The average date of the first tenperature of 32
degrees or below is early Novenber.

Precipitation of nearly 50 inches per year is
fairly well distributed. Crops and pastures
receive, on the average, an adequate supply of
nmoi sture during the growing season, wth |[esser
armounts during the fall harvesting period.

Sunshi ne averages slightly over 70 percent of the
possi ble anmount during the grow ng season.
Rel ative humi dity averages about 70 percent for
the year.

Menmphi s, although not in the normal paths of
storms coming from the @ilf or from western
Canada, is affected by both, and thereby has
conparatively frequent changes in weat her .
Extrenely high or |ow tenperatures, however, are
relatively rare.
