MISSOULA
MONTANA (KM S0)

M ssoula is situated in the heart of the Montana
Rocky Mountains in the extrene north portion of
the Bitterroot Valley, and about 5 miles east of
the confluence of the Bitterroot and dark Fork
Rivers. The dark Fork Valley begins at M ssoul a
and extends about 20 mles west-northwestward.
The Bitterroot Valley extends about 70 mles due
southward from M ssoula. The Continental D vide
is 60 to 80 mnmles east of Mssoula, and the
Bitterroot Range is only about 20 niles away to
the southwest. These two nountain ranges have a
mar ked effect on the climte of M ssoul a.

The prevailing flow of air aloft over western
Montana is from the west and southwest during
spring and sumrer nonths, and from the west and
northwest during the w nter nonths. Since this
air must pass over the Bitterroot Range, it |oses
much of its nmobisture on the western slopes of
these nountains. As a result, Mssoula receives
only between 12 inches and 15 i nches of
preci pitation annual ly. This small anmount of
precipitation makes for a sem-arid climte.
There is sufficient irrigation water, however,
from the nearby nount ai ns. The heavi est
precipitation, of about 2 inches, is received in
each nonth of May and June.

General ly the spring nonths are cool and a little
danp, with alnost daily shower activity during My
and June. There are about 137 growi ng days each
year. The summer nonths are dry wth noderate
temperatures and cool nights. Sel dom does the
tenperature reach 100 degrees. Oppressively warm
nightti me tenperatures are unknown.

In the winter, the Continental Divide shields the
M ssoul a area fromnnuch of the severely cold air
whi ch nobves down the continent from arctic
regi ons. Because of this shielding effect, many
of the cold waves which sweep down over eastern
Montana miss the Mssoula area entirely. Under
certain conditions, however, the cold Arctic air
does break over the Continental D vide, and noves
with force into the Bitterroot and dark Fork
Val | eys. When this happens, M ssoula experiences
severe blizzard conditions. The cold air is
funnelled to the city through Hell Gate whi ch
is the mouth of the Clark Fork River canyon at
M ssoula. Locally these blizzards are referred to
as Hell Gate Blizzards. After the valleys of
western Montana are filled with the cold air,
prol onged cold spells may occur. January is the
col dest nonth, although periods of sub-zero

weat her occur occasionally in Decenber and
February. Rarely, there are brief periods of
sub-zero weather in Novenmber and March. Duri ng

the winter nonths the sunshine is limted to about
30 percent of the possible anount.
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
