OLYMPIAA
WASHINGTON (KOLM)

The climate  of Oynmpia and vicinity is
characterized by warm generally dry sumers and
wet, mild winters.

Fall rains usually begin about m d-Cctober, borne
inland to the Cascade Mountains by frequent
maritime di sturbances originating in the Pacific

Ccean. These rains continue wth few
interruptions t hr ough spring. Dayti me
tenperatures will be in the 40s and |ow 50s,

with nighttine tenperatures in the 30s. The

progressi on of t he wet and mld Pacific
di sturbances is usually broken once or twice each
winter by the formation of |large anticyclones,
whi ch originate in Al aska and nort hwestern Canada,
and nove southward over the state of Washington.
These southerly mgrations of polar-continental
air fromthe interior will normally | ower daytine
tenperatures to about freezing and ni ghtti me
tenperatures to |10 - 20 degrees. |In exceptional
cases, tenperatures slightly bel ow zero have been
recorded in this vicinity. Oten the onset of the
cold weather is acconpanied by a little snow, but
during these cold snaps the air is dry and skies
are clear. Snow in an amount sufficient to
seriously hinder highway travel occurs only once
every two or three years.

During the spring nonths, the track of the Pacific
stornms noves gradually farther north, and the
sem -permanent Pacific anticyclone also noves
nor t hwar d. The effects of the maritine
di sturbances | essen, and the periods of inproving
weat her between storns | engthen. During the
spring and early fall, <clearing skies at night
Wi ll usually be followed by fog or low stratus
clouds in the early norning, which normal |y
di ssi pate by noon.

Daily high tenperatures average 70 to 80 degrees
during July, August, and Sept enber. The
tenmperature will equal or exceed 90 degrees about
6 days each summer, but as the warm weather is
usual |y acconpanied by lowering humdity, it is
sel dom unconfortably hot. Rainfall is near 1 inch
per nonth during July and August and about 2
inches per nonth during the transitional period of
May, June, and Septenber. About two-thirds of the
days are sunny in July, August, and Septenber, and
about half are sunny during May and June.

Oynpia and vicinity are quite well protected by
the Coast Range from the strong sout h and
sout hwest wi nds acconpanyi ng many of the Pacific

stornms during the fall and w nter. W nds which
reach hurricane force along the coast, only 45
mles away, will reach only 50 or 55 nph in gusts
inthis vicinity. Sone damage to utility lines
occurs every fall and winter fromtrees and 1|inbs

broken or felled by the wind, but damage rarely
occurs to dwellings or buildings. The prevailing
wind in Oynpia is southerly during nost of the
year, but during the fair weather in the summers
the wind is gentle and fromthe north to east.

The length of the growing season in the vicinity
of Oynpia varies with distance from the
wat erfront and el evati on above sea |evel. The
average |length of the grow ng season is 166 days.
