WEST PALM BEACH
FLORIDA (KPBI)

West Pal m Beach and Pal m Beach, both I|ocated on
the coastal sand ridge of southeastern Florida
are separated by Lake Wrth, a portion of the
Inland Waterway. The entire coastal ridge is only
about 5 mles wide and in early tinmes t he
Ever gl ades reached to its western edge. Now npst
of the swanpl and has been drained and is devoted
to agriculture, the peat-like nuck soil being
very fertile when fortified with certain |acking
mnerals. The Atlantic Ccean fornms the eastern
edge of Pal mBeach, and the @ilf Stream flows
northward about 2 mles offshore, its nearest
approach to the Florida coast.

Because of its southerly location and narine
influences, the Palm Beach area has a notably
equable climate. Cold continental air must either
travel over water or flow down the Fl ori da
Peninsula to reach the area, and in either case
its cold is appreciably nodified. Actual ly, the
col dest weather, wth infrequent frosts, is
experienced the second or third night after the
arrival of the cold air, due to the loss of
heat through radiation cooling. The frequency of
tenperatures as low as the freezing mark is about
one per three years at the National Wather
Service Ofice, but in the farmands farther from
the coast the frequency of light freezes is nuch
hi gher.

Sunmer tenperatures are tenpered by the ocean
breeze, and by the frequent formation of cunulus
cl ouds, which shade the Iland sonewhat without
conpl etely obscuring the sun. Tenperatures of 89
degrees or higher have occurred in all nonths of
the year, but the 100 degree mark has rarely
occurred. August is the warmest nmonth and has an
aver age maxi mum tenperature of about 90 degrees

The occurrence of 90 degree tenperatures in August
is so coomon that such can be expected on nore
than two-thirds of the days. However, tenperatures
as high as 100 degrees rarely occur

The noist, unstable air in this area results in
frequent showers, wusually of short duration
Thunderstorns are frequent during the summrer
occurring every other day. Rainfall is heaviest
during the sutmmer and fall, the fall rainfal
occurring fromoccasi onal heavy rains acconpanyi ng
tropi cal disturbances. H gh winds, associated with
hurricanes, have been estimated at about 140 nph
inthe city.

Flying weather is usually very good in this area
with instrument weather occurring only rarely.
Heavy fog occurs on an average of only one norning
a nonth in the winter and spring, and al nost never
in the sumrer and fall
