PITTSBURGH
PENNSYLVANIA (KPIT)

Pittsburgh lies at the foothills of the Allegheny
Mount ai ns at the confluence of the Allegheny and
Monongahel a Rivers which formthe Chio. The city
is alittle over 100 mles southeast of Lake Erie.
It has a humid continental type of climte
nmodi fied only slightly by its nearness to the
Atl antic Seaboard and the G eat Lakes.

The predomi nant winter air nmasses influencing the
climate of Pittsburgh have a polar continental
source in Canada and nove in fromthe Hudson Bay
region or the Canadi an Rocki es. During the sumrer,
frequent invasions of air fromthe Qulf of Mexico
bring warm humd weather. GCccasionally, Qlf air
reaches as far north as Pittsburgh during the
wi nter and produces intermttent peri ods of
thawi ng. The last spring tenperature of 32 degrees
usually occurs in late April and the first in
late Cctober. The average growing season is
about 180 days. There is a wide variation in the
time of the first and last frosts over a radius
of 25 mles from the center of Pittsburgh due
to terrain differences.

Precipitation is distributed well throughout the
year. During the winter nonths about a fourth of
the precipitation occurs as snow and there is
about a 50 per cent chance  of nmeasur abl e

precipitation on any day. Thunderstornms occur
normal ly during all nonths, except midwnter,
and have a maxi num frequency in mdsumer. The
first appreciable snowfall generally occurs in
| ate Novenber and usually the |last occurs early in
April. Snow lies on the ground in the suburbs on
an average of about 33 days during the year.

Seven nonths of the year, April through Cctober,
have sunshine nore than 50 percent of the possible
tinme. During the renamining five nonths cloudiness
i s heavier because the track of mgratory storms
fromwest to east is closer to the area and
because of the frequent periods of cloudy, showery
weat her associated wth northwest winds from
across the Great Lakes. Cold air drainage induced
by the many hills leads to the frequent fornmation
of early norning fog which may be quite persistent
in the river valleys during the colder nonths.

The Al |l egheny River flow ng south and t he
Monongahel a River flowing north neet to formthe
Chio River at Pittsburgh. Heavier rainfall and
st eeper topography cause the Mnongahela River to
flood nore frequently than the All egheny River.

Both rivers conbine to cause the Ohio River at
Pittsburgh to reach the 25 foot flood stage
approxi mately once every four years. The serious
flood level of 30 feet is reached nmuch Iless
frequently.
