RICHMOND
VIRGINIA (KRIC)

Richnond is located in east-central Virginia at
the head of navigation on the Janmes River and
along a line separating the Coast al Pl ai ns
(Tidewater Virginia) fromthe Piednont. The Blue
Ri dge Mountains lie about 90 nmiles to the west and
the Chesapeake Bay 60 niles to t he east .
El evations range froma few feet above sea |Ievel
along the river to a little over 300 feet in parts
of the western section of the city.

The climte might be classified as nmodi fi ed
continental . Sumers are warm and humd and
winters generally mld. The nountains to the west
act as a partial barrier to outbreaks of cold,
continental air in winter. The cold winter air is
del ayed | ong enough to be nodified, then further
warnmed as it subsides in its approach to R chnond.
The open waters of the Chesapeake Bay and Atlantic
Ccean contribute to the humd summers and nild
winters. The coldest weather normally occurs in
| at e Decenber and January, when |ow tenperatures
usual |y average in the upper 20s, and the high
tenperatures in the upper 40s. Tenper at ures
sel dom | ower to zero, but there have been several
occurrences of bel ow zero t enper at ures.
Summertime high tenperatures above 100 degrees are
not uncomnmon, but do not occur every year.

Precipitation is rather wuniformy distributed
t hroughout the year. However, dry periods |asting
several weeks do occur, especially in autum when
long periods of pleasant, mld weather are nost

conmon. There 1is considerable variability in
total nonthly anounts from year to year. Snow
usual ly remains on the ground only one or two days
at atime. Ilce storms (freezing rain or glaze)
are not uncommon, but they are seldom severe
enough to do any considerabl e damage. A notable

exception was the spectacular glaze storm of
January 27-28, 1943, when nearly 1 inch of ice
accunul ation caused heavy damage to trees and
overhead transm ssion |ines.

The James River reaches tidewater at Richnond
where flooding nay occur in every nonth of the
year, nost frequently in March and least in July.
Hurri canes and tropical storms have been
responsi ble for nost of the flooding during the
summer and early fall nonths. Hurricanes passing
near Richnond have produced record rainfalls.
In 1955, three hurricanes brought record rainfall
to Richnond within a six-week period. The nost
noteworthy of these were Hurricanes Connie and
Di ane that brought heavy rains five days apart.

Daneging storns occur neinly from snow and
freezing rain in wnter and from hurricanes,
tornadoes, and severe thunderstorns in ot her
seasons. Damage may be from wnd, flooding, or
rain, or fromany conbination of these. Tornadoes
are infrequent but sone notable occurrences have
been observed within the R chnond area.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
October 26 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is April 10.
