ROANOKE
VIRGINIA (KROA)

The climate of Roanoke is relatively mld. Roanoke
is nestled anbng nountains which interrupt the
Great Valley, extending fromnorthernnost Virginia
sout hwestward into east Tennessee. This |ocation,
at a point where the valley is pinched between the
Bl ue Ridges and the Alleghenies, offers a natural
barrier to the winter cold as it nobves southward.
It is also far enough inland that hurricanes |ose
much of their destructive force before reaching
Roanoke. Finally, the rough terrain is an
i nhospi tabl e br eedi ng ground for tornadic
activity. The elevation in the vicinity wusually
produces cool summer nights that nmake a |ight
cover confortable for sleeping. Al t hough past
records show extrenes over 100 degrees and bel ow
zero, nmmny years pass W thout either extrene
bei ng t hreat ened.

Roanoke is located near the headwaters of the
Roanoke River, whi ch flows in a gener al
sout heasterly direction. Nurer ous creeks and
smal | streans from nearby nountai nous areas enpty

into the Roanoke River. The usual |ow water stage
isl|l tol.5 feet, and flood stage is |10 feet.
Some |l owlying streets in Roanoke and nearby Sal em
have to be bl ocked off during 7 to 8 foot stages,
but damage is mnor until the river overflows its
banks. The highest stage on record exceeds 19
feet. Danmge has been widespread on occasion and
has ambunted to several nillion dollars in the
city of Roanoke al one.

The growi ng season averages |90 days. The average
date of the last freezing tenperature in spring is

md-April and the average date of the first
freezing date in the fall is late Cctober.
Rainfall is well apportioned throughout the year.

Droughts are so infrequent that quoting actual
records would be difficult. Snow wusually falls
each winter, ranging fromonly a trace to nore
than 60 inches.
