BRISTOL/JOHNSON CITY/KINGSPORT
TENNESSEE (K TRI)

The Weather Service Office is located an alnost
equal distance of I5 nles in the mddle of a
geographical triangle between the cities of
Bristol, Tennessee-Virginia, Kingsport and Johnson
City, Tennessee, and is nore commonly known as the
Tri-City Area. This locationis situated in the
extreme upper East Tennessee Valley. The terrain
i mredi ately surrounding the station ranges from
gently rolling on the east and south to very hilly
on the west and north. Mountain ranges begin
about 10 nmiles to the southeast and about 15 niles
to the west and north, with many peaks and ridges
rising to 4,000 feet, and sone to 6,000 feet
toward the southeast.

This section does not lie directly within any of
the principal stormtracks that cross the country,
but comes under the influence of storm centers
that pass along the Gulf Coast and then up the
Atlantic Coast toward the northeast. Being quite
varied, the topography has considerable influence
on the weather. Mist air fromthe east is forced
up the slopes of the nmountains causing nmuch of the
nmoi sture to be precipitated before the air mass
reaches the Bristol area. The sanme process occurs
to a |l esser extent when air nasses nove over the
smal |l er nountain ranges to the west and north

The maximum nonthly precipitation occurs in
July, usually from afternoon and early evening
t hunder st or ms. A second maxi num of precipitation
occurs in the late wnter nmonths, due mainly to
noist air associated with stormcenters to the
south or northeast. Annual precipitation anounts
recorded i n nountai nous sections to the east and
sout heast are al nbst double what they are in the
i mredi ate vicinity.

Lowest tenperatures nornally occur during the
early nmorning hours, but rise rapidly during the
nmorning hours. Peri ods of cold weather are
general ly associated with air flow from wnter
storm centers near the northeast coast. Periods of
unusual Iy high tenperatures occur nost frequently
when Qulf air associated with the Bernuda high
pressure system dom nates the area

Snowf al | sel dom occurs before Novenber and rarely
remains on the ground for nore than a few days
However, nountains to the east and south of the
station are frequently well blanketed wth snow
for much | onger periods of tine.

Agricultural activies within this area include
such staple crops as tobacco, beans, and hay which
are raised in such anounts as to be inportant
comrercially. The last freezing tenperature in
spring nornally occurs in late April, and the
first in autum around m d- Cct ober. The growi ng
season of |80 days, wusually coupled wth anple
sunshine and rainfall, permts a second planting
and harvesting of sonme staple crops
