ATHENS
GEORGIA (KAHN)

Athens is located in northeast Georgia, in the
Pi ednont Plateau section of the state. The
terrainis rolling to hilly with the elevation
within the city averagi ng about 700 feet above sea
level, and that of the county ranging nostly
bet ween 600 and 850 feet. The Atlantic Ccean 200
mles to the southeast, the @lf of Mexico 275
mles to the south, and the southern Appalachian
Mountains to the north and northwest, all exert
sonme influence on the climate of Athens, with the
total effect being a nobderation of both summer and
wi nter weat her.

Sumrers are warm and somewhat humd in Athens, but
there is a noticeabl e absence of prol onged periods
of extreme heat. The maxi mumtenperature reaches
90 degrees or higher on about one-half the days
during the three nonths, June through August, but
a tenperature of 100 degrees or higher occurs
during fewer than one-half the years.

Wth the nountains to the north serving as a
partial barrier to the flow of extrenely cold air
into the area, winters in Athens are not severe.
Col d spells are usually short-lived, interspersed
with periods of warm southerly air flow, naking
normal outside activities possible throughout nost
years.

Average annual precipitation in Athens is fairly
evenly distributed throughout the vyear, with
slight maxima in wnter, early spring, and in

m dsummer. In spite of what appears to be an
abundant supply of noisture, dry spells of nore or
| ess serious consequence occur during nost years.
Fortunately, they are nore frequent in autumm when
long periods of clear, mld, weather not only are
pl easant, but of fer i deal condi tions for
harvesting operations.

Snowfall is not of much inportance in the area.
Measur abl e anpunts occur rather infrequently, but
occasionally there is sufficient fall to cause

sone accunul ati on on the ground.

The average length of the freeze-free grow ng
season in Athens is 220 days, from early April,
the average occurrence of the last spring freeze,
to early Novenber, the average occurrence of the
first fall freeze.

Thunderstorns occur in all nonths of the year but

are nmost frequent in June and July. Severe
thunderstorns are infrequent, but nay occur as
isolated summer storns, or in squall lines of

winter and spring. A few tornadoes have crossed
the city and county since 1930, causing several
deat hs.
