Bradl ey International Airport is |ocated about 3
mles west of the Connecticut River on a slight
rise of ground in a broad portion of t he
Connecticut River Valley bet ween north-south
nmount ai n ranges whose hei ghts do not exceed 1,200
feet.

The station is in the northern tenperate clinmate
zone. The prevailing west to east novenment of air
brings the majority of weather systens into
Connecticut fromthe west. The average wintertine
position of the Polar Front boundary between col d,
dry polar air and warm noist tropical air is just
south of New England, which helps to explain the
extensive wnter storm activity and day to day
variability of local weather. In summer, the Pol ar
Front has an average position along the New
Engl and- Canada border with this station in a warm
and pl easant atnosphere.

The location of Hartford, relative to continent
and ocean, is also significant. Rapi d weat her
changes result when storms nove northward al ong
the md-Atlantic coast, frequently pr oduci ng
strong and persistent northeast w nds associated
with stornms known locally as coastal s or
northeasters. Seasonally, weather characteristics
vary fromthe cold and dry continental-polar air
of winter to the warmand humd maritime air of
sunmer .

Summer thunderstorns develop in the Berkshire
Mountains to the west and northwest, nove over the
Connecticut Valley, and when acconpanied by w nd
and hail, sonetinmes cause considerable damage to
crops, particularly tobacco. During the wnter,
rain often falls through cold air trapped in the
val | ey, creating extremely hazar dous ice
conditions. On clear nights in the | ate sunmer or
early autumm, cool air drainage into the valley,
and noi sture fromthe Connecticut River, produce
st eam and/ or ground fog which becones quite dense
t hroughout the valley, hanpering ground and air
transportation.

The mean date of the last springtine tenperature
of 32 degrees or lower is April 22, and the nmean
date of the first autumm tenperature of 32 degrees
is Cctober 15.
