CALIFORNIA (KBIH)

The station at Bishop is |ocated at the Municipal
Airport 2 1/2 mles east of the town, 1 nmile west
of the Onens River, on the floor of the Owens
Val l ey, which is orientated northwest to southeast
and at this point is 12 mles wde, level, and
sem -arid. Peaks of the 12,000 to 14,000 feet
Sierra Nevadas are 25 miles west, and the 12,000
to 14,000 feet Wiite Mountains are 10 niles east.
The northern end of the valley is partly cut off
by 6,000 to 8,000 feet nmountains about 45 niles
distant. The southern end of the valley nmkes a
gradual descent to the Mdjave Desert about 150
mles distant.

During the sunmer and autumm, the Mbjave Desert
causes an early norning and | ate evening northerly
wi nd. Conversely, in the heat of the afternoon, it
causes a southerly wind that is occasionally
strong. Summer skies are nostly clear wth
thunderstorms from May through August. The days
are hot and dry, the nights cool.

Wnter and spring, although seasons of adverse
weather, are quite mld. The skies are partly
cloudy with the vyears gr eat est anmount s of
precipitation falling during the nont hs of
Novenber through April. At tines, strong
northerly winds blow, especially in the spring
during the nmonths of February, March, and April.
East and west w nds frequently give pronounced
foehn effects and turbul ence.

During the winter and spring, strong westerly
winds aloft, flowing over the Sierra Nevadas,
create the Sierra Wve, known to sailplane
pilots the world over.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cct ober 13 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is May 7.
