CASPER
WYOMING (KCPR)

Casper is located in the central portion of
Womnming in the North Platte R ver Valley at an
el evation of about 5,300 feet. The country
i medi ately surrounding Casper is nostly rolling
and hilly with considerable flat prairie land in
each direction except toward the south where
Casper Muntain rises sonme 3,500 feet above the
valley floor. The prairie land is used nmainly for
grazing.

The National Weather Service Ofice is |ocated at
Nat rona County International Airport, sone 8 niles
west - nort hwest of the Casper Post Ofice and about
200 feet higher in elevation.

The climate of Casper is sem-arid. Mst of the
air masses reaching this area nmove in from the
Pacific and the nountains to the west are
effective noisture barriers. About 70 percent of
the annual precipitation occurs during the grow ng
season of Jlate spring and sumer, nostly in
t hunder st or ns. Mont hl'y snowfal |l amounts are
unusual Iy uni form from Novenber through February,
and a bit heavier in March and April. Snow has
occurred as early in the season as Septenber and
as late as early June.

Casper experiences |arge diurnal and annua
tenperature ranges. This is due to the advent of
both warmand cold air nasses and the relatively
hi gh el evation which permts rapid incomng and
outgoing radiation. The nmean daily tenperature
aver ages about 71 degrees in summer and 22 degrees
in wnter. Tenperatures during wnter nonths
aver age a few degrees hi gher and summer
tenmperatures average several degrees cooler than
locations in the Mssouri Valley to the east.

Wndy days are quite frequent during wi nter and
spring nonths. Usually the stronger wnds are
fromthe southwest and this tends to raise the
tenperature because the air is noving downsl ope.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Septenber 22 and the average |ast occurrence in
the spring is May 22.
