Washington lies at the western edge of the md
Atlantic Coastal Plain, about 50 niles east of the
Blue Ridge Muntains and 35 niles west of
Chesapeake Bay, adjacent to the Potomac and
Anacostia Rivers. Elevations range from a few
feet above sea level to about 400 feet in parts of
the northwest section of the city.

Observations have been kept continuously since
Novenber 1870. Since June 1941 the official
observations have been taken at Washi ngt on
Nati onal Airport.

National Airport is located at the center of the
urban heat island. As a result, low tenperatures
are the highest for the area. Differences between
the airport and suburban locations are often 10 to
15 degrees. There is less variation in the high
t enper at ur es.

Summers are warm and hunmid and winters are cold,
but not severe. Periods of pleasant weather often
occur in the spring and fall. The sumertine
temperature is in the upper 80s and the winter is
in the upper 20s. Precipitation is rather
uni formy distributed throughout the year.

Thunderstorns can occur at any tinme but are nost
frequent during the late spring and sumer. The
stornms are nost often acconpani ed by downpours and
gusty wi nds, but are not usually severe.

Tor nadoes, which infrequently occur, have resulted
in significant damage. Severe hailstorns have
occurred in the spring.

Tropi cal storms can bring heavy rain, high w nds
and flooding, but extensive damage from wi nd and
tidal flooding is rare. Wnd gusts of nearly
100 nph and rainfall over 7 inches have occurred
during the passage of tropical storns and
hurri canes.

Maj or flooding of the Potomac River can result
from heavy rains over the basin, occasionally
augnent ed by snowrelt, and above normal tides
associated with hurricanes or severe storns al ong
the coast. Flooding nay also occur after a cold
wi nter when the Potonac may be bl ocked with ice.

Al though a snowfall of 10 inches or nore in 24
hours is wunusual, several notable falls of nore
than 25 inches have occurred. Nor mal  snowf al |
during the winter season is 18 inches.

The average date of the last freezing tenperature
inthe spring is April 1 and the average date for
the first freezing tenperature in the fall s
Novenber 10.
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
