The Dallas-Fort Wrth Metroplex is located in
North Central Texas, approximately 250 miles north
of the &Gulf of Mexico. It is near the headwaters
of the Trinity River, which lie in the upper
margi ns of the Coastal Plain. The rolling hills
in the area range from 500 to 800 feet in
el evati on

The Dall as-Fort Worth climate is hum d subtropica
with hot sunmmers. It is also continental
characterized by a w de annual tenperature range
Precipitation also varies considerably, ranging
fromless than 20 to nore than 50 inches

Wnters are nmild, but northers occur about three
tinmes each nonth, and often are acconpanied by
sudden drops in tenperature. Periods of extrene
cold that occasionally occur are short-lived, so
that even in January mld weather occurs
frequently.

The hi ghest tenperatures of sumrer are associated
with fair ski es, westerly wi nds and | ow
hum dities. Characteristically, hot spells in
summer are broken into three-to-five day periods
by thunderstormactivity. There are only a few
nights each sumer when the low tenperature
exceeds 80 degrees. Summer daytinme tenperatures
frequently exceed 100 degrees. Air conditioners
are recomended for maxi mum confort indoors and
whil e traveling via autonobile

Thr oughout the vyear, rainfall occurs nor e
frequently during the night. Usually, periods of
rainy weather last for only a day or two, and are
foll owed by several days with fair skies. A large
part of the annual ©precipitation results from
thunderstorm activity, wth occasi onal heavy
rainfall over bri ef peri ods of tine.
Thunder st orns occur throughout the year, but are
most frequent in the spring. Hail falls on about
two or three days a year, ordinarily wth only
slight and scattered danmage. W ndstornms occurring
duri ng thunderstorm activity are soneti mes
destructive. Snowfall is rare
