FLORIDA (KEYW)

Key West is located at the end of the Overseas
Hi ghway and near the western end of the Florida
Keys, which are a chain of islands swinging in a
southwesterly arc fromthe southeast coast of the
Fl ori da peni nsul a. The nearest point of the
mainland is about 60 statute niles to t he
northeast, while Cuba at its closest point is 98
mles south. The city occupies the island of the
sane name which is 3 1/2 miles long and 1 nile
wide. Its nean elevation is around 8 feet. The
maxi mum el evation of 18 feet covers only about one
acre in the western portion. Soil is a thin |layer
of sand, or marlfill, overlying a stratum of
Qolitic linestone. Vegetation on the eastern end
of the island is scanty, chiefly of Jlow growh

The western end, where settlement and | andscapi ng
are older, has a little heavier growh. The
airport and Weather Service Ofice are |located on
the southeast shore on partially filled nangrove
swanp.

The waters surrounding the key are quite shallow
up to the mainland on the northeast and for 6
mles to the reef on the south. There is Ilittle
wave action because the r eef di srupts any
establ i shed wave pattern

Because of the nearness of the Qulf Streamin the
Straits of Florida, about 12 nmiles south and
sout heast, and the tenpering effects of the caulf
of Mexico to the west and north, Key West has a
notably mld, tropical-maritine climate in which
the average tenperatures during the winter are
about |4 degrees |lower than in sumrer. Cold fronts
are strongly nodified by the warm water as they
move in fromnortherly quadrants in winter. There
is no known record of frost, ice, sleet, or snow
in Key West. Prevailing easterly tradew nds and
sea breezes suppress the usual sumertinme heating
Di urnal variations throughout the year average
only about 10 degrees

Precipitation is characterized by dry and wet
seasons. The period of Decenber through Apri
recei ves abundant sunshine and slightly less than
25 percent of the annual rainfall. This rainfal
usual ly occurs in advance of cold fronts in a few
heavy showers, or occasionally five to eight |ight
showers per nonth. June through October is
normal ly the wet season, receiving approxinately
53 percent of the yearly total in nunmerous showers
and thunderstornms. Early norning is the favored
time for diurnal showers. Easterly waves during
thi s season occasionally bring excessive rainfall
whi | e infrequent hurricanes nay be acconpanied by
unusual ly heavy anounts. Hum dity remai ns
relatively high during the entire year
