GREEN BAY
WISCONSIN (KGRB)

The Green Bay climate is nodified by surrounding
topography. The nodification is caused by the Bay
of Green Bay, Lakes M chigan, and Superior, and to
a |l esser extent, the slightly higher surrounding
terrain terminating in the Fox River Valley. The
city of Geen Bay is located at the mouth of the
Fox River, one of the largest rivers flowng
northward in the United States. It enpties into
the south end of the Bay.

The nodified continental clinmate of Geen Bay is
shown by the few occurrences of 90 degree
tenperatures in the summer season and the few
occurrences of sub-zero tenperatures in the
wi nter season. The narrow tenperature range stens
fromthe | ake effects and the limted hours of
sunshi ne caused by cl oudi ness.

Precipitation nornally falls in the five-nonth
period May through Septenber. Three-fifths of the
annual total is in the growi ng season, nost often
falling during thunderstorns. During the winter
nmont hs, snowf al | is | ess t han in near by
communi ties where the ground is slightly higher.

The conparatively low range in tenperature along
with the greater portion of the precipitation
falling during the growi ng season is conducive to
the devel opnent of the dairy industry. Cherry and
appl e orchards are inportant crops in nearby |ake
comuni ties. The growi ng of potatoes and canning
veget abl es are predomi nant inland. Paper products
are the maj or manufacturing industry.

High  winds, excessi ve preci pitation, and
el ectrical storns cause occasi onal danmage.
Snowstornms are the principal wi nter hazard.
VWiile the winters are long in G een Bay,

the extremes are never as severe as the northern
latitude | ocation would indicate.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cctober 2 and the average | ast occurrence in the
spring is May 12.
