LANDER
WYOMING (KLND)

Lander, located in the central Woning valley of
the Popo Agie River, lies at the foot and east of
the Wnd River Range. Situated on a flat-topped
mesa, the airport station is 1 1/2 mles
sout h- sout heast and approxi mately 200 feet above
the town.

The terrain to the north, east and south varies
fromrolling to broken with sone grass covered
hills 2 to 5 mles distant, rising approxi mtely
400 feet above the station elevation. To the west
and southwest the foothills of the Wnd R ver
Range begin about 3 niles from the station,
sl opi ng upward to over 12,000 feet above sea |evel
along the Continental Divide, 20 miles distant.

Because Lander is in a pocket, wnds from all
directions except northeast are downslope and
produce a Chinook effect, nobst noticable in w nds
fromwesterly quadrants. The airport, on its
mesa, receives nore wind than the t own of
Lander, the wind speed averaging 4.7 nph for the
56 years of record kept in the town. Because of
light winds, steep tenperature inversions are the
rule during wnter nights and early nornings.
Tenperatures in the valley will be as nmuch as |5
degrees |lower than at the airport on calm clear
ni ghts when there is a snow cover. However, when
the wind is calm and the hunidities Iow, the
chilling effect is nuch less than is usual in
extreme cold. Wnds are often so light that little
or no mxing occurs between the cold surface air
and the warmer |ayer 2,000 to 3,000 feet above the
val l ey. For several days each winter, tenperatures
are 20 to 30 degrees |lower than in the surrounding
ar eas wher e hi gher w nd speeds occur. The
sheltered |location, however, offers protection
from nobst severe storms that sweep down from
Canada.

Lander does not have a true spring season, and
snow has been recorded in June.

Usually on |5 to 20 days a year the tenperature
reaches or exceeds 90 degrees. Even the warnest
days are not oppressive, the humidity being | ow,
and the nights being cool. The normal daily range
of sunmmer tenperature is near 30 degrees.

Mount ai ns bl ock noisture from the Paci fic,
creating a sem-arid climte. The heaviest and
nmost persistent precipitation comes when the w nd
inthe lower levels is from easterly quadrants,
through a conbination of Ilow pressure to the
sout h, usually over Col orado, and high pressure to
the north over Mntana or the western Dakotas.
Lander receives 45 percent nore precipitation than
the area 24 niles to the northeast and 83 percent
nore than areas 50 miles northeast. Mrre than a
third of the annual precipitation occurs in April
and May, with another but |esser peak in Septenber
and Cctober. Summer noisture conmes from occasi onal

showers but is very erratic and spotty. Si nce
about one-third of the annual snowfall comes in
March and  April, when the tenperature is

conparatively high, the snow soon nelts.

Hardi er plants and vegetables do well in this
area. Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average
first occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the
fall is Septenber 24 and the average |ast
occurrence in the spring is May 22.
