LINCOLN
NEBRASKA (KLNK)

Lincoln is near the center of Lancaster County in
sout heastern Nebraska. The surrounding area is
gently rolling prairie. The western edge of the
city isinthe flat valley of Salt Creek, which
recei ves a nunber of tributaries in or near the
city and flows northeastward to the lower Platte.
The terrain slopes upward to the west and is
sufficient to cause instability in nmoist easterly
winds in the Lincoln area. The upward slope to the
west is a part of the general rise in elevation
that begins at the Mssouri River 45 mles east of
Lincoln and culminates in the Continental Divide
about 575 miles to the west.

The maxi num tenperature has exceeded 110 degrees.
Hot wi nds, conbining unusual wind force and high
tenperatures, occasionally cause serious injury to
crops.

The majority of winter outbreaks of severely cold
air fromnorthwestern Canada nove over the Lincoln
area. The tenperature has remained below zero
degrees for nore than 8 consecutive days. The
center of sone of the cold air nmasses nove
southward far enough to the east that their full
effect is usually not felt here.

Nornel 'y the crop season, April through Septenber,
receives over three-fourths of the annual
precipitation. Ni ghttine t hunder st or s are
predominant in the summer nonths, so that the
needed noisture is received during much of the
growi ng season at a time of least interference
wi th outdoor work.

Annual snowfall is about 25 inches, although
the annual snowfall has exceeded 59 inches. Mich
of the snowis light and nelts rapidly. However,
at tinmes a considerable anmount accumul ates on the
ground and has exceeded a depth of 21 inches.

In the sumrer the higher winds are associated with
thunderstorns. Hail is a common occurrence during
the late spring and early summer nonths in eastern
Nebr aska. Even though hail danage in the city
itself is wusually slight, agricultural damage
(i.e., crops) occurs frequently in the outlying
areas around Lincoln. Lincoln has been relatively
free from tornadoes. There is nuch sunshine,
aver agi ng 64 percent of the possible duration.
Moderate to low humidities are at confortable
| evel s except for short periods during the summer
when warm noi st, tropical air occasionally
reaches this area.
