OMAHA (EPPLEY AIRFIELD)
NEBRASKA (KOMA)

Omaha, Nebraska, is situated on the west bank of
the Mssouri River. The river level at Onaha is
normal |y about 965 feet above sea level and the
rolling hills in and around Omha rise to about

1,300 feet above sea |evel. The climate is
typically continental with relatively warm summers
and cold, dry winters. It is situated m dway

bet ween two distinctive climtic zones, the humd
east and the dry west. Fluctuations between these
two zones produce weather conditions for periods
that are characteristic of either zone, or
conbi nations of both. Omaha is also affected by
nost | ow pressure systens that cross the country.
This causes periodic and rapid changes in weat her,
especially during the winter nonths.

Mbost of the precipitation in Omha falls during
sharp showers or thunderstorns, and these occur
mostly during the growing season fromApril to
Septenber. O the total precipitation, about 75
percent falls during this six-nmonth period. The
rain occurs nostly as evening or nighttime showers
and thunderstorms. Al though winters are
relatively cold, precipitation is light, with only
10 percent of the total annual precipitation
falling during the winter nonths.

Sunshine is fairly abundant, ranging around 50
percent of the possible in the wnter to 75
percent of the possible in the sunmmer.
