The clinmate of this area is
typically continental as shown by its changeable
weather and the wide range of tenperature
extrenes.

June and Septenber are usually the npst pleasant
months of the year. Then during October or the
first of Novenber, I ndian Sunmer is often
experienced with an extended period of warm dry
weat her .

Precipitation is nornally heaviest during the
growi ng season and | owest during mdw nter.

The earliest snowfalls have occurred in Septenber
and the latest in the spring have occurred as |ate
as May. Heavy snowfalls have rarely exceeded 20
i nches.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
October 20 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is April 24.
